How Do I Register? 
Registration can be done online at www.frontroyalsoccer.com or in person at the FRSA office located at 214 E Jackson St. Payment is made by credit card online or by cash, check or credit card in the office.
What is our division structure? 
FRSA has division starting with Under 6 to Under 19.  FRSA is also in partnership with SOCCER SHOTS for players just starting off on their soccer journey (Ages 2 to 5 Years old)
Can a parent request a specific coach or teammate for my child?
Parents may select one (1) night that their child cannot practice.  All other requests are not guaranteed.
Who are the coaches?
All of our Coaches are volunteers, who have completed all of the required training and are often a parent of a participating player(s).
Does it matter that my child has never played soccer before?
Absolutely not! Our program is designed so that a player of any skill level can join and have fun.  FRSA offers a variety of divisions and supplemental programs to meet the interests and needs of all players interested in playing soccer.
Playing Time Policy
The nature of our recreation program is just that – recreational.  All of our players play 50% of the game.
What equipment is needed for each player?
Each player should come to practices and games prepared to play.  Shin guards are mandatory for all players and well as the appropriate shoes (soccer cleats-has NO TOE CLEAT, for outdoor fields and turf shoes or normal tennis shoes for indoor fields/floors), a water bottle and dressed for the weather. NO JEWELRY may be worn – this includes earrings.
Ball Sizes:
U6, U7 and U8 – Size 3 Ball
U10 and U12 – Size 4 Ball
U14 and U19 – Size 5 Ball
Do I need a uniform?
Parents will need to order their player(s) uniform through,

Uniforms consist of one (1) royal blue (AWAY) and one (1) silver jersey (HOME), black shorts, and black and red socks.
When will I get the uniform/ shirt I ordered?
Uniforms should be ordered as soon as possible and will need to be picked up at the National Media Business Office.
When are the practices?
Practices are held Monday through Friday either at 5 pm or at 6 pm.   Day and Time are chosen by the coaches.
How often are the practices?
Practices are held once a week.
Where are the practices?
Teams practice on the practice fields at Skyline Soccerplex, Ressie Jefferies Elementary and Eastham Park.
When will I hear from my child’s coach?
Teams are announced and made public after each Season’s Coaches Meeting. Your coach will contact you after they have attended the meeting and received their team’s roster – mid-August for the fall season and mid-March for the spring season.  You will also be able to go online and retrieve information from your player(s) Team site.
When does the season start and how long does it last?
The fall season begins in August with practices, September with games and ends in early November.  The Spring season starts in March with practices, the end of March or early April with games and ends the first weekend in June with our Soccer Showcase. 
When and Where are the games?
Games are played on Saturday at the Skyline Soccerplex, beginning at 9AM and ends around 4:30 pm. Teams will rotate through different game times throughout the season.
What age group is my child in?
The age grouping is determined by the birth year.
